FTP Integration into Toll Processing.
We have added the ability to transfer toll files via FTP from within the toll processing program.

User Edits
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FTPSITE  -  This stores basic information about the FTP site.  Enter a new User Edit for each site you wish to connect to.

Field 2 = Site Name / Description of the site you will be connecting to.

Field 3 = The IP Address to the site (10.10.10.10).

Field 4 = Username to the site.

Field 5 = Password to the site.

Field 6 = Port number...if the port is 21 you can leave it blank.

Field 7 = Indicates whether the FTP server requires passive mode or not.  If the server does require passive mode, enter PASSIVE in this field...Otherwise leave it blank.

FTPLOCALPATH - This is the path to the location where you want the files copied when you pull them down from the FTP site.

Field 2 = Site Name / Description of the site you will be connecting to.
* It must be the same as its corresponding FTPSITE user edit.

Fields 3-8 = Path

* Fields 3 through 8 are added together to form the path.
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FTPDIRPATH  - This is the path to the location on the ftp server where the files are located.

Field 2 = Site Name / Description of the site you will be connecting to.
* It must be the same as its corresponding FTPSITE user edit.

Fields 3-8 = Path

Combined Example:

Given the aforementioned examples; we would be connecting to a site we call CTI. We would use cti as the username, ctipassword as the password, connect to the site using port 5041, and the site is Passive.

We would retrieve the files from =  ftp://192.168.0.1/TESTING/HOLD/THISONE/IS...

Upon download the files would be stored in = C:\TESTING\HOLD\THIS\IS...
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Instructions:

To use this option;

· Select ‘Files to Process for Toll’ from the Riata Programs Menu. 
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Click on ‘Select Files’

· There are two Options ‘From Windows’ or ‘From FTP’. Select “From FTP”

The Following Screen will be Displayed, allowing you to enter an FTP site, directory, username, password, and a location where the files you download will be placed.  This information can be stored in the user edits.  
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To retrieve this previously stored information, click on the "Select New Site" button and select a site from the list presented to you.


Once the information has been filled out correctly, click the "Connect" button.  
This will connect to the FTP site and display a list of the files available for download.  
By default only the files you have not processed will be displayed.  If you wish to see all of the files available, mark the checkbox "Show Processed".  
You will notice all previously downloaded files have a "pcti_" in front of their name and are Not Automatically marked for Download
To retrieve files for toll processing, mark the download checkbox next to the filenames and click "Get Files".  
Multiple files can be marked for download at a time.  Once a file has been successfully downloaded from the FTP site it will be renamed with "pcti_" in front of the file.  As soon as all files marked for download have been successfully downloaded a message box will be displayed indicating the process has completed.  

Click ‘OK’ on the message box then on the button marked "Done".  
This will return you to the initial toll file processing screen.  You will notice the files you pulled from the FTP site are now in the list ready to process.  There is an option to remove a File from the List if so desired.  Press ‘Process these files’ when you are satisfied with the List. 
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
